Many of us grew up singing this song or singing
along with our children as they learned about Abraham.
He is such an integral part of our Christian heritage that we
sometimes forget that Abraham is also vital to both the
Jewish and Muslim faiths. Is it possible for all Abraham’s
children to just get along?

In the book Abraham, the author, Bruce Feiler,
traveled to the Middle East to talk to religious scholars and
to see shrines of all three faiths, in an effort to understand
how these three major world religions with a shared
ancestor as important as Abraham could be in such
conflict, and to look for the hope that this shared ancestor
could some day bring peace to all descendants and
believers.

This book offers much insight and is very timely
with the conflict in the Middle East. And thanks to Royce
Richardson for giving this book to our library.
