Needless to say, this 
comedy of errors is funny now, but was not funny at all when we were going 
through it. We ended up driving through a run-down area of the inner city of a 
place we had never seen in our life, desperately looking for the way out. 
 
Life is like that. How often, when we are going down what looks like the right 
road, we realize we are actually going in the exact opposite direction of where 
we should be. We say the wrong thing. We hurt instead of love them. We 
criticize instead of inspire. We get sucked into a habit that does nothing but 
hurt us and those we love. Sometimes it is a major trip in life- a major detour 
where we have just messed things up entirely. At other times, we simply have 

thrown away the good gift of today 
through some bad attitude, wrong 
action, or by simply missing the 
opportunity to use the day the way 
God intended. And when we try to 
stop, get off, and turn around, we 
usually get stuck even worse, as 
the problem gets worse instead of 
better. 
 
God knows this about us. God 
created us for so much more than 
this, but there we go anyways. In 
his love for us though, God will not 
leave us lost. He is the good 
Shepherd who seeks out the lost 
sheep.
